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COOPERATIVE EDUCATION

Quick Tips for Students

1. When a student enrolls in a co-op class, they can earn 3 hours of college credit upon completion. The tuition is the same per GCSC credit hour.

2. A student cannot enroll themselves; they must meet with Kimberly Hoyt, Coordinator Cooperative Education, to find out about their co-op completion requirements. Her office is in Technology Room 219. Phone is 850.872.3874.
3. A student must have a job or interview and accept one of the advertised co-op jobs before they can enroll in a co-op class. 


     Student Requirements for Co-op Completion:
1. Enroll in Cooperative Education through Ms. Hoyt (in person or by phone).

2. Work a minimum of 150 over the semester with an employer – either an employer I find for you, or one you have now.

3. During the co-op semester the student will use the Angel learning system to sign in to the co-op class and complete one weekly discussion thread (answer questions posted in the Lessons folder for each week).

4.  Student must complete a PowerPoint project. Details are provided in Angel. It consists
     of answering specific questions related to their co-op job.
5.  At the end of the semester the student must attend one Reflection Session to present
     their project to Ms. Hoyt and the other co-op students and provide information about 
     what they learned at their job, the skills they used, what they liked or didn’t like about
     their work environment, a description of their working relationships with co-workers 
     and an overall assessment of their co-op experience. 
6.  At the end of the co-op semester, Ms. Hoyt sends an evaluation form to the student’s 
     supervisor (the completed evaluation form accounts for 40% of the students’ overall 
     grade for the co-op class).

7.  If the above are completed, the student earns 3 hours of college credit as well as a 
    grade.  Most programs allow a student to earn up to 6 hours of college credit.
8.  All co-op course requirements are in the Syllabus provided to the student by Ms. Hoyt.
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
