What is the GED?

GED traditionally stands for The General Educational Development
Test. It is a series of tests measuring your high school level of
knowledge and skills. Passing the GED exam will earn you a state
high school diploma and recognition that you have a high school
level of education.

How old do | need to be to be to take the test?

In the State of Florida GED candidates must be at least
18 years of age or older to take the GED® test.

I'm underage. What do | need to do to take the test?

Florida statute allows underage GED testing for 16 and 17-year-olds
under extraordinary circumstances based on rules set by the school
district in which an individual lives or goes to school. Each school
district has different requirements individuals must meet to qualify
for an age waiver. Once you meet the school district requirements,
the school district staff member will be responsible for sending the
age waiver to the Florida GED testing office for processing. If you
have any questions about the underage testing process, please call
(850) 245-0449 or via email at GEDagewaiver@fldoe.org. For those
testing on the Online Exam — A parent or guardian must be present
at the pre-test check-in to give consent and authorize the underage
tester to be recorded during testing. If the parent or guardian is not
present, the exam session will be revoked.

Do | need to take a GED® class or receive instruction from

a local prep center before | can take the test?

If you are 18 years or older, you don’t need to take a GED® class
before taking the GED® test. If you are 16 or 17 years old, you may
have to take classes. You must contact a representative from the
district in which you live or go to school for information on the
specific requirements for testing.
