Major Electives (22 Hours)
This transfer track is designed to prepare students to select an appropriate major, transfer to the university, and to take the Medical College Admission Test (MCAT). Most medical schools are more concerned with the overall scope and quality of a student’s undergraduate work, which includes the science GPA and the general GPA. College grades are perhaps the most important single predictor of performance in medical school.
