(22 or 24 Hours)

 This transfer track is designed to prepare students who plan to become doctors of optometry. The course-work listed below must be completed prior to applying for admission to optometry school. Although a bachelor’s degree is not required for admission to a college of optometry, it is highly recommended. Students may major in any area of studies, but must have an in-depth knowledge of biology and chemistry in order to master the optometry curriculum. Most students elect to major in biology or a related field at the university. The student is expected to become familiar with the requirements of the specific school to which admission is sought. The student should see the optometry advisor for additional information concerning admissions requirements and for assistance in selecting the appropriate program.
