Please contact a GCSC advisor or the transfer
institution for further guidance. All education majors
should be aware that state of Florida teacher
certification requires a thorough background check
by the Florida Department of Law Enforcement
prior to the student entering the classroom for
observations. The college requires the submission
of written verification of approved and completed
background checks before students may complete
on-site requirements. Student observing in school
systems must go to the district in which they will
observe and comply with the requirements of that
system. GCSC only has articulation agreements
with Gulf, Franklin, and Bay county school districts
for observation experiences. The student is
responsible for all background check fees.
