L MAC1114 COURSE DESCRIPTION:

MAC 1114 receive 3 college math credit hours. You must earn a “C” in this course in order to advance to
the next level math course. This dual enroll class also provides an extra 1.0 weighted GPA.

Prerequisite: Math placement test or minimum grade of “C” in MAC1105 and a GPA of 3.0 or higher.
Pert Score of 138 — 150 or ACT score of 23 — 27 or old SAT score of 480 or new SAT score of 25.50.

. Identify a unit circle and its relationship to real numbers.

o Evaluate compositions of trigonometric functions and inverse trigonometric functions.
o Verify trigonometric identities.

i Solve trigonometric equations.

. Use Law of Sines and Law of Cosines to solve oblique triangles.

o Find areas of oblique triangles.

o Perform basic vector operations.

. Find direction angles of vectors and the angle between two vectors.

o Perform operations with complex numbers.

. Multiply and divide complex numbers written in trigonometric form.
. Find powers and roots of complex numbers.

. Sketch curves defined by parametric equations.

. Convert equations between polar and rectangular form.

. Graph polar equations.

III. OTHER MATERIALS: A graphing calculator is required; TI-83, TI-84 or TI-84 Plus
recommended should be brought to class every day), Text Book, notebook (or binder), paper & pencil, and
graph paper. In addition, all personal electronic devices will not be permitted.

IV. ATTENDANCE-WITHDRAWAL-GRADE FORGIVENESS-ATTEMPTS:

A. Attendance Policy: Attendance in class is vital to your success and is positively correlated with

your final grade. Furthermore, attendance with participation is even more highly correlated with
your final grade. Please ensure that you are present and participating at each class session.
Attendance will be recorded each day and you are expected to attend. If you do not attend class



for the first two weeks, you will be withdrawn for non-attendance. YOU MUST ATTEND ON
EACH TEST OR EXAM DAY.

B. Withdrawal Policy: Two withdrawals are permitted per course. After that, a grade will be
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assigned. Please be concerned about withdrawals. When admitting students into certain

programs, universities may calculate withdrawals as grades. There are three kinds of withdrawals,

student and administrative. Please see the GCSC manual of policy for detailed withdrawal
policies.

1. Student Withdrawal: Students may withdraw from a course prior to the scheduled
withdrawal deadline published in the college catalog. Student completes a withdrawal form
and submits the form to Mrs. Paige, Assistant Principal, by October 18, 2021.

2. Administrative Withdrawal: Administrative withdrawals are processed by instructors for
excess absences. Withdrawals initiated prior to midterm will be recorded as “W”. There are no
withdrawals initiated after the deadline. After this date, students will receive a grade.

3. No Show: Students who never attend the first two weeks of class shall be classified as “no
show” and withdrawn from the course.

HOMEWORK: Homework will be assigned daily. The daily completion of all homework is
essential for learning the material in the course and as preparation for the unit tests and final exam.
Completed homework assignments are due by the test date for that section. All work must be
shown...no BOB answers. Completed work must be presented to get credit.

QUIZZES: Quizzes will be given after each section or couple of sections, at the discretion of the
instructor. There will be no retakes. Quizzes are typically given the day after a section is
completed, however, quiz dates will be announced.

TESTING: There will be five unit tests given. The unit tests will be announced in advance, will
count equally, and will be returned. The final exam will not be returned. There are no exemptions
from the final exam. The exam will be given on the days assigned by the Bay District School Board
for Senior Exams, dates to be announced. You must be present for the exam so make your

arrangements now.

GRADING: The average of the six unit tests will count 75% of your grade. A comprehensive
departmental final exam (no exemptions) will count 25% of your grade. The college catalog will be
used to convert the numerical average to a letter grade. The college grading scale is: A (100-90), B
(89-80), C (79-70), D (69-60), and F (59-0)

MAKE UP WORK:

A. No quizzes will be made up. If you miss a unit test and you have an excused absence, your
final exam grade may count as the first missing unit test grade. If you miss more than one unit
test, you may take a make-up test, if you have an excused absence, at the discretion of the
instructor. If you have not missed any unit tests, the final exam may be used to replace the
lowest unit test grade at the discretion of the instructor.

B. There will be NO “re-takes” and NO dropped tests.

C. Allhomework assignments must be corrected and completed before test day. If you are absent:
YOU are responsible for getting the assignment and turning it in for a grade.

D. School Leave or other absences known to you in advance: Get the assignment before you leave
and make arrangements prior to the absence. When approved by the instructor, tests must be
taken before you leave or on the day of your return. Exceptions to this policy may be made at
the sole discretion of the instructor in the case of extenuating circumstances.
