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Course Information

Catalog Description:

ENC1102, English Composition 2, 3 hrs., 3 crs. $5.00 lab fee

Prerequisite: ENC1101 with a minimum grade of "C." Rhetoric of the argumentative essay and
the documented paper. Compositions based on readings of fiction, non-fiction, poetry, film,
and other media. This is a course for which students will produce extensive college-level writing
and which requires completion with a minimum grade of "C."

Student Learning Outcomes:

A. Students will complete 4 essays:
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e Students will write two or more source-based essays of at least 500 words each produced
through the process of multiple drafts and revisions that will be written both in and out of
class.

e Students will write one documented argument of at least 1000 words produced through the
process of multiple drafts and revisions that will be written both in and out of class.

e Students will apply research skills in source-based essays— including the evaluation, use,
and documentation of electronic and/or print sources— in accordance with Modern
Language Association (MLA) guidelines. The composition process may include multiple
assignments and deadlines.

e All essays will be evaluated for content and mechanics according to Rubric for Composition.

B. Daily readings must be completed before class begins.

C. Other assignments such as quizzes (as necessary), journal entries based on reader responses,

presentations, peer reviews, etc.

D. Students must demonstrate competency in use of Standard English. Assignments submitted

using nonstandard language will not be graded, and email messages sent using nonstandard

language will not receive responses

Withdrawal Policy

"Cheating"

includes but is not limited to use of any unauthorized assistance in taking quizzes, tests, or
examinations; dependence upon the aid of sources beyond those authorized by the instructor
in writing papers, preparing reports, solving problems, or carrying out other assignments; the
acquisition without permission of tests or other academic materials belonging to a member of
the College's faculty.

"Plagiarism"

includes, but is not limited to, the use by paraphrase or direct quotation of the published or
unpublished work of another person without full and clear acknowledgment as well as the
purchase of papers or projects. It can also include overuse of an editing program like
Grammarly or submitting work written by an Artificial Intelligence (Al) generator like ChatGPT.
Make certain to consult your course syllabi for your instructor's guidelines of Al material.

"Self-plagiarism"

occurs when a student submits the same or considerably similar document to fulfill
requirements in different classes. For example, if a student submits a term paper in Religion
they originally wrote for an English class, this is self-plagiarism. Once a paper receives a grade in
one class, it cannot be submitted again for another class.

"Generative Artificial Intelligence (Al)"

is technology that uses machine learning to create new content, such as text, images or code,
based on user input. These systems are trained on vast amounts of data, including large
language models and image or code generators. Common examples include ChatGPT, GitHub,
Copilot, Google Gemini, Perplexity, and the Grammarly Al function.

Sanctions for incidences of academic misconduct, depending on the severity of the incidence
and/or its repetition, may range from receiving an F grade (or 0) for the test, assignment, or
activity, to failure of the course, to suspension or dismissal from the college.

Classroom Recording

In accordance with federal and state privacy laws, students may record class lectures for their
own personal educational use, in connection with a complaint to the college, or as evidence in



internal or external legal proceedings. Students may not publish or upload the recordings or
any components thereof without the knowledge and written permission of the faculty
member.
